 Prayer, Fasting, and Almsgiving 
Key Regulations:

Fasting (Ages 18-59)
Obligatory on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. 

Means one full meal and two smaller meals (not equaling a full meal). 
No snacking between meals. 

Abstinence (Ages 14+):
Obligatory on Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and all Fridays in Lent. 

Means refraining from eating meat (beef, pork, poultry). 
Fish, eggs, milk products, and condiments are permitted. 

Exemptions:
Those who are ill, pregnant, nursing, or elderly (over 59 for fasting) are generally excused. 

Those in physically demanding jobs are also often exempt. 
Broader Practices:

Beyond the Minimum: Catholics are encouraged to go beyond the basic rules through increased
prayer (reading Scripture, attending Mass), almsgiving (charity), and other acts of self-discipline. 

Spiritual Focus: 
The goal is spiritual renewal, focusing on deeper intimacy with God, not just giving up food. 

Duration:
Lent starts on Ash Wednesday and concludes on the evening of Holy Thursday. 



Lenten Vespers (Evening Prayer) 
Wednesday Evenings 6:30 p.m. beginning after Ash Wednesday.

Evening Vespers, or Evening Prayer, is a Catholic liturgical service part of the Liturgy of the Hours that
sanctifies the end of the day through prayer, praise, and thanksgiving. Typically held at dusk, its primary

purpose is to offer an "evening sacrifice" to God, reflect on the day's events, thank Him for graces
received, and seek forgiveness for sins.
